PURPOSE OF POSITION

The Environmental Health director will be under the general direction of the Chickasaw County
Board of Health. The director will be responsible for implementing the duties of the Chickasaw
County Board of Health. His/her duties are to provide such environmental health services as
may be necessary for the protection and improvement of public health and issue licenses and
permits and to charge reasonable fees in relation to the construction and operation of non-
public water supplies or private sewage disposal.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The following duties are normal for this position. These are not to be construed as exclusive
or all inclusive. Other duties may be required and assigned.

Issue well permits in accordance with lowa Code and also inspect the construction of
the permitted wells.

Issue private sewage disposal permits in accordance with lowa Code and inspect the
construction of the systems. :
Inspect well pluggings and rehabilitations in accordance with lowa Code

Participate in the lowa Grants to Counties program for water testing, well plugging and
well rehabilitation.

Maintain and draft county ordinances for private sewage, well construction and well
plugging in accordance with the lowa Code.

Educate the public in regard to environmental health programs including but not limited
to water quality, well drilling, private sewage disposal, open dumping of garbage, radon
and radon resistant construction and healthy homes.

Investigate verbal or written complaints from the public regarding alleged violations of
specific health violations and work on the abatement of such health hazards.

Attend Board of Health meetings and meet with the Board of Supervisors to receive and
convey program information.

Prepare and maintain department budget.

Responsible for implementing the master matrix standards for Chickasaw County
Assist the DNR in permitting all livestock facilities when they do a pre-construction
inspection.

Works closely with state environmental and public health agencies in the enforcement
of specific requirements and regulations. Write comprehensive reports of findings for
official use. Issue official notices and citations, recommend appropriate remedial action
as necessary and may testify in court as a witness.
